This walkway also includes, Plaza de la Mujer, a Plaza in honor of important Puerto Rican Women. 
Walking the Constitution Avenue, learn the history of buildings like Casa de España and The Antiguo 
Casino of Puerto Rico, which are among Puerto Rico’s most beautiful and oldest buildings, these 
structure boasts from the scenery with unique architectural features that reminisce the glory and 
splendor of the early 20th century.    
Travel through time at South Fortaleza Street and learn the history behind the famous and historic 
Tapia Theater and the Arturo Somuhano Plaza. Your historical journey ends at the famous 
Christopher Columbus Plaza, surrounded by restaurants, cafes, and souvenir shops you can choose 
to visit at leisure just before heading back to the ship.

There, at Calle del Cristo, you will also be able to see 
the beautiful El Convento Hotel and learn the famous legend of the Chapel of Christ.
